Competition Rules 

 
GENERAL RULES 
 
1. Competitors will be judged by a first jury on presentation and execution, 

then by a second jury which will mark the cocktail. 

2. The cocktails will be judged according to its appearance, aroma and taste. 

3. Competitors will be asked to prepare 3 portions of each cocktail within a time 

limit of 7 minutes.  
4. Competitors are expected to use their own bar utensils, ingredients and 

glasses to prepare the cocktails. 
5. All competitors selected will get a Luxardo gift bag on the event day with bottle 

of maraschino and other Luxardo minis. 
 
6. Competition to be held at The boutique bar show London the on Tuesday 20th  

September  2011.  It is scheduled for between 10am and 2pm. 
 

7. There will be a maximum of 18 finalist places on 20 September. 
 

8. Entry is open to UKBG members and all bartenders. 
 

9. Send your recipes, your name, telephone, email, and name and address of 
your bar by 11 September 2011 to sebastien.guesdon@hotmail.com 

 
10. Each entrant may submit up to 2 recipes in their paper entry but only one 

recipe will be used on the day. 
 

11.  The winner and runner-up should agree to participate in publicity relating to 
their cocktail and this competition, as required by UKBG, Boutique Bar Show 
and Luxardo/Cellar Trends Ltd.  
 

Cocktail Rules 
 

1. Luxardo Maraschino must be used, with a minimum quantity of 15ml. 

2. Luxardo Limoncello and Amaretto may also be used. 

3. Any spirit can be used.  

4. Compositions should not exceed 7cl of alcohol.  

5. No more than 7 ingredients: syrups, granulated/caster sugar, cane sugar, 

dashes and drops included.   



6. Fruit placed in a glass and crushed is considered as 1 ingredient.  

7. 1 Homemade ingredient is allowed.  

8. Only edible garnishes, prepared during the competition, will be accepted.  

9. Ingredients are provided by the participant, excluding Luxardo Maraschino, 

Limoncello and Amaretto. 

10. Garnish to be made on the day 

11. 3 glasses of the cocktail are to be made. 

12. The prize for the Winner is a trip for 2 people to the home of Luxardo – Padua 
and Torreglia in NE Italy, 2 nights in 2012.  Your flights will be from London to 
Venice. The trip will be hosted by a member of the Luxardo family. The prize 
also includes £200 for any incidentals not included within the hosted trip in 
Italy.  This trip is for the winner and is non-transferable. To fix a mutually 
convenient date, the trip dates will need a minimum of 8 weeks notice. 

 
13. The 2nd prize will be a dinner for 2 in a restaurant of your choice in London (up 

to the value of £150).
